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Abstract 
 

This study aims to analyse the nature and characteristics of news 
reporting of the January 25th revolution in Egypt by two Palestinian 
newspapers: Felesteen and Al-Hayat Al-Jadeeda. Data will be analysed 
quantitatively and qualitatively. Also, the study is interested in

Moreover, the study aims at 
disclosing the key issues that have received the interest of the 
newspapers and the type of discourse adopted by both of them. The 
study highlights the influence caused by ideological backgrounds of the 
two newspapers on their work, taking into account that Al-Hayat Al-
Jadeeda newspaper is issued in Ramallah and is close to Fatah 
movement, while Felesteen newspaper is issued in Gaza and is close to 

Hamas movement 

 
The study compares and contrasts the ways the two newspapers 

work based on Agenda-setting theory  

 
The study is descriptive, and it uses surveys. The following 

methods are used: content analysis, discourse analysis, mutual relations 
- where comparison and contrast method is used. The data was 
collected through two means, namely: content analysis questionnaire 

and discourse analysis questionnaire 

 
The researcher has conducted a survey for the previous studies in 

the same field. The researcher could find 34 studies which helped in 
formulating the topic and designing discourse analysis and content 

analysis questionnaires, as well as in discussing the findings of this study

 
The study is divided into an introduction which includes the 

methodology of the study, and five chapters. The first chapter is titled:

study and recommendations 
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Regarding the most important results of analysing the content of 

the study, the issue of siege of the Gaza Strip has got the highest 
percentage among the 25th January Revolution in Felesteen newspaper, 
while the issue of elections has got the highest percentage in Al-Hayat 

Al-Jadeeda newspaper 

 
The study reveals that Felesteen newspaper is more interested in 

the issues of the January 25th Revolution than Al-Hayat Al-Jadeeda 

newspaper with percentages of 0.39% and 0.11% respectively 

 
Felesteen newspaper coverage seems positive towards the issues 

of the Egyptian Revolution with a percentage of 86%, while Al-Hayat Al-
Jadeeda newspaper coverage balances between the positive aspects of 

the Revolution and the negative and neutral aspects 

 
The findings of discourse analysis reveal that poor economic, 

social and political conditions were the main causes of the Egyptian 
Revolution according to the newspapers in question. However, true and 
fair political participation aspect has got the highest percentage in 
solutions. Within the framework of results of the Revolution, the aspect 
of completing the Revolution has got the highest percentage in 
Felesteen newspaper. The aspect of failure of the Revolution has got the 

highest percentage in the Al-Hayat Al-Jadeeda newspaper 

 
The positive roles of the Muslim Brotherhood, the elected 

president Mohamed Morsi, and the government of the Gaza Strip in 
Felesteen newspaper got 100%. In the same newspaper, the negative 
roles of the ousted president Mubarak, Israel and the Palestinian 
Authority got a high percentage. On the other hand, the negative roles 
of Muslim Brotherhood, Mohamed Morsi, and the United States got 
100%, compared to the high percentage of positive roles of the Military 

Council in Egypt
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
